Nature Trust (Malta) believes that establishing a link with nature at an early age is the first step towards a further in-depth experiences and critical approach to our surroundings, its biodiversity and all the environmental issues we face on a local and global level. Other outdoor experience opportunities - Guided Nature Walks: 
Guided nature walks including Għolja tas-Salib (l/o Siġġiewi), Girgenti – Buskett, Miġra l-Ferħa can be arranged for according to availability of a NTM guide, at a fee of €3 per student. Walks can be tailor-made for different age groups and subject requirements subject to prior early arrangements with the NTM guide. 

For some walks it is suggested to use a minibus due to narrow countryside roads to get to the start of the walk. The walks vary in length from 1 to 5Km and are recommended for a maximum of 30 students. All walks include some rough terrain and are not suitable for students having difficulties with walking.
Notes:

· Schools participating do so in the knowledge that the full responsibility for the students lies with the accompanying teachers/facilitators.
· The fee is necessary to cover the guide service and each walk includes a nature booklet. *Comino fee includes: boat ticket+ donation to the Tower. 

· All activities have a duration of about 3 hrs and are strictly by booking. Outdoor events depend on the weather conditions of the day. 
· Group size for all above activities is limited to 30 if one guide only is available on the booked date.
